O Fringes should not cover the eyebrows and fastenings when used should be small and
inconspicuous, ideally green or black in colour

O Extreme hairstyles and/or colours should not be worn.

Assorted:

O Pupils may only wear 1 ring, 1 necklace and/or 1 bracelet however these should be
removed before taking part in PE lessons.

O If a pupil has their ears pierced only small stud earrings should be worn throughout
the school day.

O Pupils should not wear nail varnish or makeup during school hours or when offsite on

class outings or overnight residentials.
